SEPTEMBER CURRICULUM: 
 

Classroom: How excited we are to start the new school year! We will be meeting some new friends, explore our classrooms, and get to know our 
teachers. We will learn that Jesus is a special friend who loves us so much. God has given us families to love. He also has made each of us 
special and unique. We will talk about how God made our families and our bodies. We will talk about what parts of our bodies bend, stretch and 
wiggle. We will learn about using our 5 senses when we learn about the world God created. As we settle in and learn the routine of school, we’ll 
feel play-dough, see through magnifying glasses on the science table, taste the snacks, hear the songs in chapel, and smell yummy things we 
may cook. We’ll learn about orderliness as we put away our toys in the right place, line up, choose our jobs, and wait for our turn. We will also 
learn what self-control means, and how God will help us to do it. 
 

Chapel: During our daily chapels, we will begin our walk through the Beginner’s Bible. We start at the very beginning of the Bible and by June, 
we will have learned God’s message and plan for us taught through His Word. This month, we begin by hearing about how God created this 
beautiful world and everything in it.

October 2009 
 
 

OCTOBER CURRICULUM: 
 

Classroom: As we settle into the routine of our school days, we will continue to learn to use our self-control and learn to obey our teachers. We 
will talk about how God gave us pets to love and take care of, and how they are a part of our families as well. We might pretend to be 
veterinarians and set up a pet hospital to take care of our stuffed animals. We will learn about being gentle with our animals and with our friends 
as well. As we begin to learn about our bodies, we will learn how God put them in a special order too. We will also talk about keeping our bodies 
healthy & strong by exercising and eating good foods. We will enjoy a trip to the Pumpkin Patch where will get to pick a pumpkin, green beans, 
onions, radishes, and carrots. Back at school, we may cook something with our vegetables. Maybe, we will write a group story about our 
adventure.  
 

Chapel: This month we will hear the story about how sin entered the world, but that this was a part of God’s plan. We also will learn about Noah, 
who obeyed God. He built the ark and got the animals on it. We will learn about God’s promise to Abraham and the story of Joseph. We will learn 
about the special coat Joseph got from his father, and how his brothers treated him badly, but how Joseph listened & obeyed God, and how God 
took care of him.. We will learn about Moses and continue to hear about God’s plan for us.

NOVEMBER CURRICULUM: 
 

Classroom: This month we will learn about being thankful to God. We will learn to be thankful for how He shares His treasures, such as good 
food, friends, family, and especially Jesus.

JANUARY CURRICULUM:

We will also be reading a lot of wonderful 
nursery rhymes, such as Mary Had a Little Lamb, The Three Little Kittens, and Hey Diddle, Diddle. We may also use props to act out Jack Be 
Nimble, as we jump over a candlestick. We will learn about Mother Goose, and we will have fun thinking of rhyming words. Another fun thing 
we’ll do this month is wear our pajamas and slippers to school. We’ll snuggle in with a blanket and stuffed animal for Pajama Day. 
 

Chapel: This month we will hear about when Jesus received a special blessing, and when the wise men visited him. We will learn that Jesus did 
not stay a baby, but grew up. We will learn about the time when Jesus was twelve, and his parents found Him teaching in the temple. We will 
hear about the special jobs God had for Him. We’ll hear how Jesus was baptized, and how He called His special helpers, the disciples, so they 
could tell others of God’s love for them. We will learn of Jesus’ first miracle and that He loves all the little children. We will continue to learn of 
God’s amazing plan for us.

FEBRUARY CURRICULUM: 
 

Classroom: All year we are learning about Jesus’ love for us. This is a special month when we focus on showing our love to others. We will make 
cards for each other and for our families. We’ll share our love by having a Friendship Party with our classmates. This is a time to be extra loving 
and friendly to those who love us-our grandparents, moms, dads, and neighbors. This month, we will also be learning about dinosaurs. Did you 
know that there were dinosaurs so small they could fit in your hand or that there were dinosaurs so big they would fill our playground?

We will hear the story of how Jesus walked on 
the water, and how Peter learned that he should always keep his eyes on Jesus. We will also hear the story of the Good Samaritan, and how we 
are to show our love to everyone.

MARCH CURRICULUM: 
 

Classroom: This is the most exciting month for our school. We have the joy of knowing that God’s plan is perfect and although Jesus had to die 
on the cross, He is alive now and forever. We will hear all about new life, and that we can have new life in Christ! We will talk about new life when 
we plant seeds in our classrooms and school gardens. We will talk about the new life baby animals have, and how baby animals are different 
from their grown-up moms and dads. We will identify animal sounds and talk about different animal houses. We may take nature walks looking 
for all the buds on the trees and listening for spring sounds, like the birds singing in the trees. 
 

We will hear the story of how Jesus healed 
Bartimaeus, a blind man. We will learn how Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead. We will hear about that first Palm Sunday, when Jesus rode 
into Jerusalem on a donkey while many people waved palm branches saying, “Hosanna!” We will get to wave our own palm branches as we hear 
that story. Then we will focus on Jesus’ last day with His disciples, as He washed their feet and shared His last supper with them. We will hear 
about His death and resurrection. After that story, we will walk up to the wooden cross, with our flowers, singing, “Jesus Is Alive.”

APRIL CURRICULUM:

This month, we will be doing lots of fun art projects using all the different colors we 
have learned about all year. We may get a chance to mix colors together and make new colors. We will make a variety of creations using different 
things like clay, plastic items, or wood. As we participate in these new and wonderful art activities, we will also learn how music can help add to 
our creativity. We will learn about the creatures that God made to live in ponds. We may take a walk down to the creek and discover where 
tadpoles live.
